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This small mountain in the middle of Fukushima City has
around 2,000 cherry trees and is a popular ‘hanami’ spot.
There are food stalls while the cherry blossoms are lit-up
at night from early April.

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Arakawa Sakura-Zutsumi Park
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A hidden local favorite. You can enjoy a sunny
view of the Snow Rabbit on the Azuma

Mountains in the west from among the cherry
blossoms.
